General: Gary and Renee Timion attended the council meeting to ask permission to move into the home they are having built at 715 Pine Street prior to the road being asphalted in Sands 3rd Addition. The council requested Clerk Kurtz to check with the city attorney on the legality of the situation between the development agreement and development ordinance.
Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister approving Girl Scout Troop #2604’s plan for a natural playground and bat houses in the empty lot north of 319 Main Street. The girl scout troop gave the council an explanation of the playground and mentioned they had been in contact with the city’s public works department about mowing around the logs that will be used for the playground. The troop stated the public works department said it would not be a problem to get around the logs after placement with a push mower. Motion carried.
Motion Miller and seconded by Conover to table 3a and 3b until discussed revisions were made to the diagrams for review by the council. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton approving the renewal of the Delta Dental Vision Renewal policy with no change in cost. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Dix, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Commissioner Stapleton began her report with a thank you to the Daughters of the American Revolution and all of those that volunteered to complete the revamp of the Fort John Rock Memorial at the corner of Main Street and 2nd Street. The Daughters of the American Revolution organization raised over $700 to purchase a new plaque to be placed on the Fort John Memorial Rock. Croell Ready Mix donated the concrete that was placed as a new base for the rock and several volunteers helped with the removal, polishing, and placement back to its current location. A dedication ceremony was held Saturday, July 27, 2024, during the 125th year Janesville Days Celebration. Commissioner Stapleton also mentioned the library had good attendance for the month of July and that the fall city wide garage sales will be held the last Saturday of September. She stated the Janesvillian III book should be completed by July 13, 2024, and an order of 125 books will be placed. Commissioner Stapleton extended a “thank you” to the entire committee that helped complete this addition of the Janesvillian and commended them for the many volunteer hours that went into the completion of the book.
Streets: Commissioner Conover let the council know that he and Public Works Assistant Destival are addressing the seeding issue at the 7th Street Bridge with United Contractors and MSA Professional Services. He also mentioned he is going to have the corner of Main Street and Barrick looked at to see what can be done about the problem spot that has been reoccurring for several years.
Safety: Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller approving to accept the bid of $6800.00 from Whitey’s Auto for the 2017 Dodge Charger police vehicle. Council has asked that Chief Cross remove all the police equipment prior to the exchange of ownership. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Dix, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Commissioner McAllister reviewed the police department monthly report with the council.

Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Motion by Conover and seconded by Dix approving the professional services agreement between the City of Janesville and MSA Professional Services for the 7th Street Water Main Extension for the location of the future public safety building at a cost of $7500.00. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Dix, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Motion by Dix and seconded by McAllister approving MSA invoice #005087 in the amount of $1126.25 for engineering services provided on the Sands 3rd Addition Inspection and Review. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Dix, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Motion by Dix and seconded by McAllister approving MSA invoice #006968 in the amount of $3140.79 for engineering services provided on the Sands 3rd Addition Inspection and Review. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Dix, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Commissioner Dix stated there are two diffusers that are not blowing air at the wastewater treatment plant. Nexxom has filed a report with Boomerang Corporation to pull the lines from the lagoon and now the city will need to wait until Boomerang arrives to determine the issue.
Parks & Rec: Commissioner Miller met with an Eagle Scout for the placement of a bike rack at the city park at an agreed upon location. Also let the council know the public works department is working on the 6x6 posts at the park.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller approving to adjourn. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:22 p.m.
