General: Commissioner Stapleton gave a brief update on the summer reading program for the library. They are experiencing good attendance at these weekly events. She also stated the “Janesvillian” book is progressing well with the efforts of the committee, and they are currently seeking photos to be used as book content. The deadline for submission of any information is July 1, 2024, and books can be ordered until July 31, 2024. Commissioner Stapleton let the council know at the last Riviera board meeting rental prices were reduced, they are looking into painting the restroom facilities, and possibly looking into using the kitchen for cooking classes.
