Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister approving to place a concrete base along with gravel under the Fort John Monument to raise the monument and protect it from possible damage from motor vehicles. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Dix approving the outdoor event at 808 Main Street on June 22, 2024, with a live band from 4:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton approving Clerk Kurtz’s attendance at the Municipal Professionals Academy in Ames from June 19 – 21 with a registration fee of $200 plus the appropriate costs for wages, meals, mileage, and hotel. Motion carried.

General: Commissioner Stapleton let the council know that preorders for the Janesvillian have started and are going well.
Streets: Commissioner Conover let the council know the public works department has been working on patching potholes and keeping things mowed throughout town.
Safety: Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller approving the expenditure of $8750 for record-management software from Shieldware. A grant has been awarded to the police department for $7500 and will be reimbursed upon expenditure of the cost of the project. Roll Call Vote: Ayes - Stapleton, Dix, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays - None. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller approving the signing of the AIA agreement and Professional Services Agreement for Phase 1 at a cost of $4250 for the up-and-coming public safety building project. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Dix, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Commissioner McAllister reviewed the police department’s monthly report provided by Chief Cross. 
Water/Wastewater/Refuse:  Motion by Dix and seconded by McAllister approving to table MSA invoice in the amount of $2550 for engineering services provided on the WWTIP 2021 Project pending further information from Mr. Miller of MSA Professional Services. Motion carried.
Commissioner Dix updated the council on the progress of the repairs happening at the wastewater treatment facility. He stated that representatives from Nexxom, Boomerang, and MSA Professional Services as well as himself and PWD Quinn Bigler were present at the wastewater plant working towards a solution to the issues that continue to take place with the updated system. In attempt to fix the issues taking place Boomerang removed all buoys that were connected to the lines in the lagoon, stating they believe this will take care of the problem with the lines getting tangled and the aerators moving. They would like to try this for eight months and return at the end of that time frame to see if the issue is resolved. Commissioner Dix and PWD Bigler again expressed their want to have hard lines put in place, but agreed to try this possible resolution with the understanding the two-year warranty for the work will not start until the issue has been confirmed as resolved at the end of this period. 
Eric Ver Steegt entered the meeting at 6:54 p.m.

Parks & Rec: Commissioner Miller stated he would like to see new flags at city hall and would like the light at the flagpole in the park reinstalled.
Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister approving to adjourn. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:08 p.m.
