April 11, 2016
The Janesville City Council met in regular session on Monday, April 11, 2016 (postponed from April 4, 2016) in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 7:00 p.m. with Mayor Carroll in the Chair and Council Members, Reid, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis and MacKay present.  Also present were City Attorney, Gary Boveia, City Clerk, Chris Murley, Public Works Director, Becky Wrage, Police Chief, Randy Samec, Mark Durbahn with AECOM, Ed Hood with Hood & Phalen Insurance Services, Shane Hoff, Hardwood Estates Developer, and Ken Eckhoff.
Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to adopt the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member MacKay and seconded by Council Member Bettis to approve, as presented, the following Consent Agenda items:  March 14, 2016 City Council Proceedings, March 31, 2016 Budget and Treasurer Reports, and Janesville Riviera-Roose Community Center’s Class C Liquor License Renewal Application.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve payment of wages and meal expense for the Public Works Director, Becky Wrage to attend the Iowa Rural Water Association’s “Challenges of Ammonia and Disinfection in Drinking Water – What You Need To Know” on 4/14/16 at the Delaware Co. Fairgrounds in Manchester.  Motion carried.

Public Works Director, Becky Wrage and Police Chief Samec presented their monthly reports to the Council.
Ed Hood of Hood & Phalen Insurance Services presented the city’s insurance renewal proposal to the Council.

Motion by Council Member Reid and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve payment of the approximate $28,165 premium to Hood & Phalen Insurance Services for the renewal of the city’s insurance for the period covering April 1, 2016 – April 1, 2017.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Reid, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis, and MacKay.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.

Mark Durbahn, AECOM Engineer, gave an update on the status of the bridge approach settling issue at the Barrick road Bicycle/Pedestrian (ECKO) Bridge.  He met once again with contractors, PCI and BC Construction to discuss plan of action and received assistance from Rich Borglum with Richway Industries, as well.  Mr. Durbahn hopes the repairs will be completed prior to the next City Council meeting, scheduled for Monday, May 2, 2016 so the project can be finalized/closed out.
The Council reviewed the proposed contract submitted by Central Iowa Water Association (CIWA) for the continued purchase of bulk water.

Motion by Council Member Reid and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve the CIWA contract, as presented.  Nays – All.  Motion failed.

Motion by Council Member Reid and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve the CIWA contract subject to clarification of $25,000 connection fee.  Nays – All.  Motion failed. 

The City Clerk was asked to contract CIWA with regard to negotiating a lower connection fee.

After considerable discussion, a motion was made by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Robinson directing Mr. Durbahn and Ms. Burger to proceed, as necessary, to secure financing through the State Revolving Fund on the following projects:  Barrick Road Water Main, Sanitary Sewer, Pump Station and Force Main, and Water Main – 12” PVC on 7th Street to Pine Street Only and further excluding any improvements on Wildcat Way.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Reid, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis, and MacKay.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.
City Attorney, Gary Boveia, presented a proposed amendment to the city development ordinance as it relates to curb and gutter and storm water provisions.  In the event the land or real estate to be subdivided has topography making it impossible or nearly impossible to install a functioning storm sewer system with accompanying curb and gutter, the City Council shall have the authority to waive the required construction of curb and gutter and storm sewer if an alternative manner of providing drainage of surface water is incorporated into the plans and specifications provided to the City, approved by the City’s Engineer and further approved by the City Council.  The Council took no immediate action on this matter.
Shane Hoff, Hardwood Estate Developer, stated there is nothing new to report on his development.  They are awaiting the engineer’s recommendations before moving forward with their plans.

Motion by Council Member Reid and seconded by Council Member Bettis approving to table Urban Renewal/Tax Increment Financing (TIF) Options for the Hardwood Estates for additional information.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve ORDINANCE #317 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA, WITH REGARD TO PRIVATE WATER SYSTEMS BY STRIKING THE TERMS AND PROVISIONS OF SECTION 99.03(1) AND ESTABLISHING NEW RATES PURSUANT TO SECTION 99.03(1) on its third and/or final reading.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – MacKay, Bettis, Robinson, Stapleton, and Reid.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Reid and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to table a possible amendment to the Janesville Code of Ordinances 69.08 No Parking Zones for additional information.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Reid approving to purchase, subject to the Public Works Director’s satisfaction, a Radiodection RD8100PDLG Receiver with GPS from Subsurface Solutions at a cost of $5,293.05.  Motion carried.

Council Member Bettis asked the City Clerk to place the city’s signage ordinance on the agenda of the next regular City Council meeting for review and discussion.
The City Attorney, City Clerk, and Mayor presented their monthly oral reports to the Council.
Motion by Council Member Reid and seconded by Council Member Robinson approving to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting closed at approximately 9:50 p.m.
